Privacy Policy

This Privacy Policy covers the practices and policies of COMPANY (“Pendleton Ventures, LLC”) and the pendletonventures.com site.  We respect your privacy and are committed to protecting it.

Pendleton Ventures adheres to a "permission required" policy for our e-newsletter services and we do not believe in nor condone "spam" (unsolicited email).   We do not release your email address or other personal information to our Advertisers.  All use of our services and all personally identifiable information provided to us is voluntary.  We will not sell, share, or rent this information to others in ways different from what is disclosed in this Privacy Policy.  

This Privacy Policy covers our site but does not extend to sites or companies you may interact with after following links from our site.  We encourage you to review their separate policies.

All information that is provided by Users for display on the public areas of pendletonventures.com (text, video, image, profile, user name, etc.) is considered published content.  Users assert that they have the rights and permission to have this information published publicly.  This information is not considered personal information.

The Information We Collect and How It Is Used

Information You Provide: Pendleton Ventures only collects personal information that you choose to provide. Visitors to our site who wish to view videos do not have to provide any information. Some of our services (e-newsletters, video uploading, etc.) require Users to provide certain information (email address, age, etc.) during registration. You may choose to opt-out of any of this information gathering in which case some of our services may not be available to you. We do not disclose personally identifiable information (name, email addresses, etc.) to our Advertisers or business partners. 

Pendleton Ventures reserves the right to disclose your information if it is required to do so by U.S. law or in the good-faith belief that such action is reasonably necessary to comply with legal process, to respond to any claims against it, or to protect the rights, property or personal safety of Pendleton Ventures, our staff, our clients or the public.

Cookies: We use cookies on our site to provide a better experience to Users. These cookies are primarily session cookies.

Log Files: Our web servers collect information that is automatically sent by web browsers when a User visits a web site. We use this information to better enhance our service and to trouble-shoot any technical problems. These files do not provide any personally identifiable information but they may provide other information such as your IP address or browser.

Tracking Clicks: We use several technologies (such as cookies and clear GIFs) to track usage and open-rates for videos, content, and ads that appear on our site and in our e-newsletters.

Pendleton Ventures uses the information we collect to provide a better experience for Users. We use the information to prepare personalized e-newsletters for you, to provide more targeted information and to send service updates and announcements.

Children’s Privacy

Pendleton Ventures is not a site intended for children. Please do not use our site or services if you are under the age of 13. We do not allow children under the age of 13 to register to upload videos or to receive our e-newsletters.

Third-party Services

Pendleton Ventures uses the services of third-party companies to deliver its services to Users. Some of these third party companies include email management companies, web hosting companies, ad-serving companies and companies offering travel services and consumer goods. To deliver 
some of these services (especially email management), Pendleton Ventures must provide personal information (such as email address). In other cases where we do not provide this information but an ad or link has been shown to only a certain demographic, then the third-party will infer that the User fits in that demographic if the User acts upon the ad or link. The Pendleton Ventures Privacy Policy and Terms of Service do not extend to third-party service providers and we recommend that Users review the policies of those companies before revealing any personal information.

International Usage

Pendleton Ventures, Inc. is a U.S.-based company and our site is hosted in the United States. Information provided by Users from outside the United States will be transferred to the United States and governed by applicable United States law. Aggregate information will be transferred to, stored and processed in countries outside the United States to provide certain services and feedback to our Advertisers. Data protection laws of other countries do not apply in the United States.

Data Security

The security of the information you provide to Pendleton ventures is taken very seriously and we take precautions to protect this information both online and offline. Technical personnel have access to the information to resolve problems and third-party companies have access in order to deliver our services to Users.
